Practice Sun Safety:
When it comes to protect-
ing your kids from the
sun, sunscreen plays an
important role as well as
long sleeves, hats and
glasses to protect against
UV damage.

Protect Against Bugs: Use bug repellents to guard against
ticks, which can carry Lyme Disease, and mosquitoes, which
can carry the West Nile Virus and other viruses.

Prevent Dehydration : Your child should drink water before
exercise and during breaks, which should be about every 15 to
20 minutes

Don't Forget Helmets: Whenever your children are on anything
with wheels!

Practice Food Safety: Make sure your children wash their
hands, or at least use an alcohol-based hand sanitizer, before
eating.

Avoid Trampoline Danger: Online is CPSC trampoline safety
tips.#1 is one child at a time on a trampoline.

Guard Against Drowning: Never leave kids unsupervised.
Between May and August, drowning deaths among kids in-
crease by a whopping 89 percent

Warn kids about hiding in enclosed spaces: Never play hide
and seek by crawling inside an enclosed space such as a car
trunk, chest, or old cooler or appliance.

Use Caution When Doing Yard work: Never allow children to
ride on lawnmowers or to play near motorized lawn equipment.
Children under the age of 12 should not operate push
lawnmowers.

Safeguard home playgrounds. If you have backyard play-
ground or play equipment, make sure the ground beneath the
equipment is soft enough. The CPSC recommends using at
least 9 inches of mulch or wood chips.
